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TIMELINE OF SERVICE DIAGRAM

Diagram that shows the lives of 25 people who dedicated their
lives to serving and advancing their communities. Each life is
expressed as a fluid form that measures the impact of their contri-

butions throughout their lifetime.

The width of each form correlates to the degree of service
involved, based on the number of events they were involved in at a
given point in time. The result is a distinct, signature form for each
life that provides a revealing look at each person's impact history.
A yellow dot along each line indicates a key moment of service.
For example, the key moment for Mohatma Ghandi, for example,
occurs in 1919 when he forms his first civil disobedience campaign

in India.
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
