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DYNAMIC SKI MAP SIGNAGE

The Dynamic Ski Map is an interactive real-time display systems
of signs designed for an Austrian ski resort, designed to help
individuals understand their environment and assist them in their
decision-making. The map presents information about their skiing

environment, such as weather, ski conditions and activity.

This project began as a design research project at Carnegie Mellon
University. It is an inquiry into how people can use dynamic signs
for information in the context of their environment. The dynamic
map’s presentation is interactively linked to personal information

contained on wireless smart cards currently in use.
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
